Superconductors have come a

long way since the seventies both

in terms of exciting developments

and applications. This

presentation will cover aspects of

some of the most advanced

niobium-based superconductors.

It will include trends in Magnetic

Resonance (MR) imaging and Nuclear Magnetic
Resonance (NMR). In the field of High Energy
Physics particle accelerators an update will be given
on the challenges and accomplishments in the
production of multi-filamentary NbTi superconductor
cable made for the Large Hadron Collider project at
CERN, Geneva. On the fusion energy front
opportunities provided by the upcoming project — the
International Thermonuclear Experimental Reactor
(ITER) will be discussed. Finally a brief update on
recently discovered medium-temperature
superconductor — MgB2 and the progress made on
High Temperature Superconductors (HTS) will be
presented.
